One way to streamline assessment of student notebooks is with a rubric for each lesson.  In my sixth grade classroom my students and I have developed rubrics for each lesson.  Together we pick out the important parts of a lesson we want to assess.  

After the rubric is developed I have the students paste the rubric into their notebook.  This gives them a chance to go back and add to their notebook if they are missing elements being assessed.  Students then use a yellow highlighter and mark what they consider to be included, and let them choose a point total.  Then I go through them with a blue highlighter.  If we agree those parts will turn green.  I also look at what I would consider to be their point value.  Sometimes we agree and sometimes we don’t, this can stimulate a good discussion. 

This will take longer the first year you do this, but then you simply save the rubric and use it year after year.  Once it is set up you can quickly change either the parts of the lesson you want to assess or change it to meet the needs of a new group.  


Directions:  

I use Microsoft Word to develop the rubric.  Listed below are the steps I follow to quickly make student rubrics: 

1. Open up a new Office Document and set the page to landscape. 

2. Change the top and bottom margins to one inch.

3. Create two columns. 

4. Type in lesson number and title with bold and center justify. 

5. Add a table with two columns, use the left column for the attribute, and right column for the criteria being assessed.

6. I leave one column at the bottom for the point total and room for comments. 

7. Highlight all work and copy and past additional rubrics on the same page.  I try to get four rubrics on one sheet of paper. 

8. Use this as a master and copy enough for your classes.
